and peace. A.S. Narang, a scholar of the Indian Constitution, discussed the issue of
secularism extensively in the Constituent Assembly. There was ambiguity among the
members of the Constituent Assembly regarding the relationship between the state and
religion. The demand of some members of the Constituent Assembly to declare India a
secular, socialist state was rejected. In 1976, the 42nd Constitutional Amendment included
the word 'secularism’ in the Preamble of the Constitution.

The concept of secularism grants religious rights not only to individuals but also to
groups. In India, there will be no dominance of the majority religion, nor will the state grant
any special rights or preference to such a religion. The Constitution guarantees the protection
of the religious rights of minorities in various ways.

The state will not have any religion and will not have any connection with any
religious beliefs, customs, and institutions. The state will grant all citizens freedom of
conscience, belief, and religion, and will not discriminate against citizens on the basis of
religion.

According to Rajiv Bhargava, there is a principled distance between the state and
religion, which involves political neutrality regarding religion and mutual respect for the
distinct and autonomous spheres of both. On one hand, the state is granted the right to
intervene in the religious sphere for secular purposes. The existence of religion in public life
is acknowledged. All citizens are given freedom of religion. The state will not discriminate
against any citizen on the basis of religion. There will be equal treatment of all religions, i.e.,
Sarva Dharma Sambhava (equal respect for all religions).

The concept of secularism in India has a colonial context. The British ruled by
adopting the policy of 'divide and rule’, instigating conflicts between the Hindu and Muslim
communities. This led to the partition of India on religious lines and horrific communal riots.
As a result, no single religion felt secure, which fostered the need for secularism. The demand
for equal treatment of all religions began to grow.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's Contribution:

From December 1946 to August 1947, the executive committees prepared reports
through discussions and debates. These reports were amended several times. Based on these
reports, the constitutional advisor B.N. Rau prepared the first draft of the constitution
between August and October 1947. A drafting committee was constituted on August 29,
1947, under the chairmanship of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar. Its members included N.
Gopalaswami Ayyangar, Alladi Krishnaswami lyer, Dr. K.M. Munshi, Syed Muhammad
Saadullah, N. Madhava Rau, and T.T. Krishnamachari. This committee was primarily
responsible for drafting the new constitution.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar presented this revised draft of the constitution to the
Constituent Assembly on November 4, 1948. A general discussion on this draft took place for
5 days. The second reading of the draft began on November 15, 1948, and concluded on
October 17, 1949. During this stage, 7635 amendments were proposed, of which 2473 were
discussed in the Constituent Assembly. The third reading of the draft constitution began on
November 14, 1949. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar moved the resolution for the adoption of the
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constitution. After the Chairman of the Constituent Assembly signed the resolution, its
approval was announced on November 26, 1949. On January 24, 1950, the Constituent
Assembly met again, and 284 members present on that day signed the approved constitution.
From November 26, 1949, only the articles related to citizenship, elections,
parliament, and temporary and transitional provisions came into effect. All the remaining
provisions came into effect from January 26, 1950. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar completed the
arduous task of answering the doubts raised by the members during the detailed discussion of
the various articles of the constitution, providing explanations while rejecting the
amendments they proposed, and meticulously scrutinizing the text of the draft to make it
flawless. Because he completed the work of the written constitution, which consists of 395
articles, 12 chapters, and 22 schedules, he is called the architect of the Indian Constitution.

Articles Regarding Secularism:

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar is known as the architect of the Indian Constitution. When
some constitution-makers proposed giving a special place to a particular religion, it was
rejected, and the principle of equality of all religions was adopted. The Indian Constitution
contains the following provisions regarding secularism:

1) Article 15: This article prohibits discrimination on the basis of religion, race, caste, sex, or
place of birth.

2) Article 16: Equal opportunities have been granted to all in public services. No special
status has been given to any particular religion.

3) Article 17: Untouchability was widespread in the country. Therefore, untouchability has
been abolished.

4) Article 25: Freedom of conscience and the freedom to profess, practice, and propagate
religion have been granted.

5) Article 26: Freedom to manage religious affairs has been granted.

6) Article 27: No one can be compelled to pay taxes for the promotion of a particular religion.
7) Article 28: Freedom to attend religious instruction or religious worship in certain
educational institutions has been granted.

8) Article 29: The interests of minorities have been protected.

9) Article 30: Minorities have been granted the right to establish and administer educational
institutions.

These articles of the Constitution have helped in maintaining secularism in the country and
the states. There can be no obstacle to celebrating festivals and occasions of all religions
together in harmony.

Inclusion of the word 'Secular*:

Through a constitutional amendment in 1976, the three words 'Socialist', 'Secular’, and
‘Integrity’ were included in the Indian Constitution. Secularism is an essential concept of a
modern democratic system. The Indian Constitution has adopted secularism as a
characteristic feature. Citizens have been granted religious freedom, equality, and fraternity.

Conclusion:
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The monumental and challenging task of drafting the Indian Constitution unfolded
over time. The Indian Constitution evolved through a process involving the Company rule,
British rule, and subsequently, the framing of the Indian Constitution itself. It took 2 years,
11 months, and 18 days to draft this constitution, during which 11 sessions were held. Along
with the role played by Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, he also played a crucial role in providing
intellectual support for the fundamental principles of liberalism and democracy that underpin
the Indian Constitution. He argued that individual development cannot be achieved without
establishing individual values. The world's largest written constitution has been created in
India. In a society as unequal as India, democracy is merely an external facade; therefore, it is
extremely important to establish relationships based on freedom, equality, and fraternity in
social life. For this, democracy should not be limited to political life but should also be
established in social and economic life.

No particular religion has been given a special status in the country. Therefore, the
right to religious freedom enjoyed by every citizen is important. Due to secularism in the
country, the people of the state are seen participating in each other's joys and sorrows. The
state institution does not have a place for any religion, but citizens can practice and propagate
their religion. In the Kesavananda Bharati (1973) case, Justice Sikri included the principle of
the secular nature of the constitution in the basic structure of the constitution. Similarly, in
the Ahmedabad St. Xavier's College Society vs. State of Gujarat (1974) case, the Supreme
Court clarified that the Indian Constitution does not envision a wall-like separation between
the state and religion, as in the Western concept. Justices Mathew and Chandrachud stated
that the Constitution has not erected any rigid wall of separation between the church
(religion) and the state. The Indian state can be considered secular only in a limited and
specific sense. Due to some provisions in the constitution, our state will not be easily
considered secular. It can be said that the Indian constitution has presented secularism as a
philosophy of life based on the principle of 'live and let live'.

And instead of King Duncan there is the head of the mafia, the Abbaji or Jahangir Khan
under who works Magbool, loyal follower of Abbaji who possessed all the traits of Macbeth
of Shakespeare’s play Macbeth. The film begins with the two policemen murdering a ruffian
belonging to another group of mafia. As above mentioned, one of the main challenges in
analyzing the relationship between a text and its audience is observed when considering
younger audiences.

In the 1980s and early 1990s, Bernd Lafrenz created comedic versions of
Shakespeare’s tragedies, such as Hamlet frei-komisch (1983), and Macbeth and Othello
(1990 and 1991). These versions simplified the plots so that a single actor could play multiple
roles in a style similar to ‘commedia dell’arte’. These adaptations were performed in
Germany and France, where they were very successful. In Spain, the most popular
Shakespearean play was Othello, first performed successfully at Madrid’s Teatro Principe in
1802.

And
the popular dialogue of the play, “to be or not to be”, is transformed in movie very
emotionally and exactly in the sence of value of plot and situation; that is, “main rahoon ki
main na hi rahoon”, “jaan do ki jaan Iuu® expresses specially Haider™s indecision after
hearing the news of his father’s death, whether he should die, which he feels extremely
scattered in his heart or to live to take revenge upon all those who had committed it. He is
also in the dilemma of whether to believe in what Roohdaar said or not. On the other side the
feelings of Ophelia in film Arshia, she has lost her mother, and has only a father and a
brother, affectionate but worldly, to take care of her.

He could have been
an equally powerful writer of prose as his sermons show. But she is chiefly studied in our
time as a writer of love songs, satires and Holy Sonnets. Whatever kinds of verse or prose he
wrote, it is the same agile, inquiring, sceptic, arguing inclusive sensibility at work.

For the present research: Only, The Good Morrow poem is selected, John Donne’s
‘The Good Morrow’ poem will be investigated.

Scholars view the work as blending Eros (sensual love) with agape (divine love),
using biblical allusions to elevate romance beyond the mundane. Pragmatic analyses
emphasize interrogatives for introspection, metaphors for emotional vividness, and direct
address for intimacy, applying speech act and politeness theories. Gender perspectives note
Donne's challenge to patriarchy by depicting equal partnership between man and woman.
Donne employs enjambment, caesurae, and paradoxes—Ilike one room as "everywhere"—to
mirror lovers' continuity and infinity. Allusions to the Seven Sleepers' den and sea explorers
underscore rejection of external worlds for internal oneness. The structure of seven-line
stanzas with couplets and triplets reinforces metaphysical conceits and rhythmic harmony.

Income from
agriculture in the region remains low relative to other regions of Maharashtra, partly due to
low industrial development and inadequate irrigation.

Per capital income in Marathwada districts ranges approximately between 1.2 lakh
and [11.8 lakh, significantly below the state average, reflecting limited economic
opportunities and high dependence on agriculture.

Other empirical research reveals that most agricultural respondents in Marathwada
possess medium to low income, with a considerable share of households falling into annual
income brackets indicating limited economic well-being.

2.2 Income Levels among Agricultural Households

Studies show that a substantial portion of households in semi-arid agrarian regions
like Marathwada earn incomes that keep them close to or below rural poverty thresholds. For
example, data from rural Maharashtra indicate that the combined income from crops, wages,
and livestock often remains marginal, with agricultural income alone insufficient for
household sustenance.

2.3 Poverty and Inequality

The region’s poverty and inequality are entrenched in socio-economic structures

such as recurrent droughts, poor access to markets, services, and limited diversification of
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income sources beyond agriculture. Research comparing Marathwada to more prosperous
parts of Maharashtra highlights persistent deprivation and non-farm earnings shortfalls.
